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GLOBAL PARTNER AGREEMENT

RECITALS: 

· The parties desire to promote international exchange between young farmers to encourage their knowledge and training in sustainable/organic agriculture, and to endorse goodwill and friendly relations among agriculturists throughout the world.

· MESA is a non-profit, public benefit organization that facilitates an international exchange program in sustainable agriculture for farmers seeking hands-on training opportunities with host organizations abroad and in the U.S.

· Global Partner (GP) desires to promote training in sustainable agriculture and international exchange between citizens of their country and the United States.

MUTUAL EXCHANGE AGREEMENT: 

I. MESA and Global Partner will facilitate exchange programs between their respective countries for farmers and/or agriculturists, and will consult annually in the development of programs for that year.

II. MESA and Global Partner will share budgets and collaborate on joint fundraising, if deemed by both sides to be necessary for the improvement of the annual program.

III. MESA will not contact or make demands of any client whose primary relationship is with the Global Partner (e.g. Steward candidates) without the knowledge and prior consent of the Global Partner.

IV. Global Partner will not contact or make demands of any client whose primary relationship is with MESA (e.g. U.S. Hosts) without the knowledge and prior consent of MESA.

V. In the event that either party’s client (e.g. Steward or Host) misrepresent themselves or do not fulfill their participation agreement, MESA and GP agree not to pursue legal action against the other party or client.

U.S.-BASED TRAINING PROGRAM AGREEMENT:

Global Partner ensures the following services for outgoing Steward candidates:

a. Recruitment of candidates who meet the J1 agricultural trainee visa and MESA Program eligibility requirements, 
b. Confirmation that each confirmed Steward fully understands the Program rules and has carefully read the receiving Host’s Training Plan.

c. Provision and/or arrangement for Stewards’ round-trip international travel.

d. Continued communication with MESA and Stewards throughout the U.S. program.

MESA ensures the following services for incoming Stewards:
a. Recruitment of appropriate U.S. Hosts to provide living accommodations, on-site training activities in sustainable agriculture, and cross-cultural experiences.

b. Orientation, ongoing monitoring of hosting arrangements, coordinator support, emergency assistance, and educational enrichment opportunities.

c. Maintenance of J1 visa status and medical insurance.
I/we agree to notify MESA two months in advance of the U.S. Program start-date if MESA’s Recruitment Guidelines, or any of the above clauses, cannot be met by the GP or its steward candidates.


